About the Roundtable

Justice, Identity, and Resilience:
New Legal Frontiers in Protecting Vulnerable Populations
and Strengthening State Accountability

Abstract

This panel analyzes how Thailand’s 2022 Torture and Enforced Disappearance Act and the
Draft Ethnic Rights Bill reshape debates on justice, identity, and state accountability. The
discussion explores whether criminalizing state violence and recognizing ethnic rights can
meaningfully transform governance practices in a hybrid political context. By integrating
perspectives from political science, international human rights scholarship, and legislative
leadership, the panel evaluates the challenges of implementation, the politics of recognition,
and the broader implications for democratic resilience and conflict transformation in Thailand.

About the Panelists:

1) Mr.Suwaphan Tanyuvardhana

He was part of the broader Prayut administration, but he was not the issuing minister of the
final 2022 Act. The eventual passage of the 2022 Torture and Enforced Disappearance Act
reflects long- standing domestic and international advocacy, including pressure from UN
human rights mechanisms. Draft discussions on enforced disappearance legislation existed,
Thailand was under pressure to ratify international human rights obligations but the final
Torture and Disappearance Act (2022) was enacted after his ministerial term.

2) Professor Dr.Tyrell Haberkorn

She is a scholar of modern Thailand whose research focuses on state violence, dictatorship,
impunity, and struggles for justice. She is Professor at the University of Wisconsin- Madison,
United States.

3) Associate Professor Dr.Prajak Kongkirati

He is Associate Professor, Faculty of Political Science, Thammasat University, Thailand.
His expertise: Democratization, political violence, and state-society relations.
